Re:  The Odyssey – Censorship Recommendation

The journal will be graded based on completeness and accuracy.  
Written Recommendation
Choose one of the episodes in your journal that you feel, despite the censorship issues, should be included in NBC’s film.  You may not use the Cyclops cave scene.

1. Format – 10 pts.
· Utilizes the proper format specified for the assignment (proper spacing, underlining, etc.)

2. Grammar/Usage – 10 pts.
· More than 3 obvious, sloppy errors (e.g. spelling, capitals, lack of obvious punctuation) will result in a loss of all 10 points (20% of your grade).
3. Recommendation/Rationale – 20 pts.
· Shows careful analysis of the particular scene from the book and the potential censorship issues.

· Makes a strong argument for including the scene and addresses any potential counterarguments.

· Demonstrates an understanding of purpose and audience.

4. Style – 10 pts.
· Shows proficiency in word choice and clarity of sentence structure.
