1. Okonkwo - assume that he could tell his story from the grave.

2. The District Commissioner – assume he writes more than one paragraph.

3. Nwoye – Okonkwo’s son who is now a Christian.

4. Obierika – Okonkwo’s best friend.

5. Reverend Brown – assume he returns to Umuofia to learn about the suicide.  


The story should be told in first person narrative (“I”/”me”)

In your retelling of Okonkwo’s suicide, be sure to explain why Okonkwo killed himself.  
Add at least one paragraph explaining what your story is trying to accomplish in terms of portraying your character’s attitude.
