2. Persuasive Argument

Review all notes/handouts on argumentation (see next page).  Be prepared to construct an argument on a specific topic and explain your use of the principles of argumentation.
3. Literary Essay
You will have a choice of topics that will cover All Quiet on the Western Front, either alone or in conjunction with Things Fall Apart and Siddhartha.
For #2 and #3, grading, as always, will focus on the content of your argument, the organization of your ideas, and your grammar/mechanics/style. Use standard/formal language and try to incorporate the stylistic techniques we’ve covered, e.g. parallel structure, etc.  You should review the “Writing Expectations” handout.
Be sure to support your thesis with specific evidence.  Above all, show me that you can think deeply and critically about a topic and then express your ideas clearly with effective support.

To prepare for this essay, review the plot, main characters, and themes of the novels.  In addition review your class notes, including those relating to the Justice/Philosophy unit.
Come to the exam with #2 pencils and several blue or black pens and at least 5 pages of lined paper.
