Macbeth Scene Presentation (50 pts)

You and your fellow actors will rewrite and perform a scene or scenes from Macbeth:

1. Rewrite the scene(s) in your own words.  You don’t have to include every word of Shakespeare but you need to follow the rough action and dialogue of the scene.  You can use slang, rap, whatever you want as long as you – and we – know what you mean and you follow the spirit of Shakespeare’s language.  

2. Perform the scene for the class live or produce a video.  You can use scripts if you’re doing it live but you will lose points for just reading your lines.  Act it and have fun with it.

3. Explain your interpretation of the scene to the class.  Explain what choices you made in rewriting and performing it.  This is extremely important; show me your thinking.
4. Consider including the following:
· Costumes/Props 
· Special effects – fake blood, etc

· Music to accompany the scene – would the witches’ scene be better with heavy metal or rap?

· Sound effects – bells and knocking are important in the film we’re watching.  Should you include these or something else?

· Speaking in rhythm and/or rhyme, especially rap or hip-hop.

5. Create a flyer/poster announcing your play/film.

· Minimum - standard paper size (8 ½ x 11); may be larger
The average length of the performance should be 5-10 minutes.

Each group must assign the following roles (you may assign other roles if you wish):

· Director – responsible for overall direction of the actors and the scene
· Head Writer – all students should be involved with writing the script but someone will most likely need to take the lead.


· Camera Person and Editor – if you’re filming your play you will need these roles filled.

· Spokesperson(s) – responsible for presenting the interpretation to the class.


· Artist – responsible for designing the flyer announcing your scene 

Grading will be based on your demonstration of:

· A deep understanding of the scene, both its language and performance.  Your scene should be faithful to the spirit of Shakespeare’s original.

· Critical thinking in terms of the choices you made regarding your interpretation.

· Creativity and originality.
