Siddhartha Journey Project (50 pts.)
“Truly, nothing in the world has occupied my thoughts as much as the Self, this riddle that I live, that I am one and am separated and different from everybody else, that I am Siddhartha; and about nothing in the world do I know less than about myself.”
Now that you have read Siddhartha and considered his journey, it is time to relate it to your own journey.  What are you seeking?  What do you value?  Who and what circumstances have influenced your views?  Your journey is only a few years old.  Where do you think your journey will take you and what do you hope to learn?
Step 1: Charting Siddhartha’s Journey
· What were the physical stages in Siddhartha’s journey? (Where did he go and whom did he meet?)
· What were the philosophical stages in Siddhartha’s journey?  (What were his values and what did he learn?)
Step 2: Charting Your Own Journey

· How is your life like/unlike Siddhartha's?   Create a Venn diagram on a separate piece of paper.  Staple it to this worksheet.  Focus on the most important similarities/differences. 
· What are the physical stages in the journey that has brought you to where you are today? 

· What are the philosophical stages that have helped shape your life?  Include important people who guided, inspired, or taught you.

· Based on your journey so far, where do you think your future journey will take you?
Step 3 – Creating the Poster
Your final poster must include the following:
1. Artistic representation of at least one specific stage or element of your journey.  You must convey both what you have learned and how you have learned it.  

2. At least three quotes from Siddhartha that relate to your journey.  Include all or part of these quotes in your poster.  You must include the page number.
Your grade will focus on: 
· The quality and depth of your thinking, insights, and connections to Siddhartha.
· The effectiveness of your presentation: voice loud and clear, not rushed, eye contact.
